St. Toribio de Mogrovejo,  Bishop 
 

Feast Day:  March 23 
Born in 1538 at Majorca, Spain, St. Turibius became a Professor of Law 
at the University of Salamanca and was appointed president of the court 
of the Inquisition at Granada.  In 1581, while still a layman he was 
appointed to the See of Lima, Peru—a most difficult charge both 
religiously and geographically. 
For the next twenty-five years, this saintly man wore himself out in the 
service of his flock.  He traversed his entire diocese on foot, willingly 
exposing himself to the steaming climate, wild animals, tropical 
maladies, and other dangers in order to reform the clergy and instruct the 
people in the Faith.  He founded the first seminary on the American 
continent, and baptized and confirmed close to a million people. 
His work was aided by the fact that he took the trouble to learn the 
Indian languages of the people (in which he was associated with St. 
Francis Solano) and opposed all attempts to justify their mistreatment by 
the Spanish.  Thus, he exerted a great influence on other South American 
countries also. 
St. Turibius was ever solicitous of the feelings of the poor and unstinting 
in his charities toward them.  In the course of his ministrations he also 
befriended and confirmed St. Rose of Lima.  Then, in 1606, at the age of 
sixty-eight, he received viaticum and passed on to his heavenly reward.

The Annunciation of Our Lord 
 

Feast Day:  March 25 
The feast of the Annunciation falls on March 25.  On this day the Church 
commemorates the coming of the Archangel Gabriel to announce to the 
Blessed Virgin that she was to be the Mother of the promised Redeemer.  
On this same day, God the Son, the Second Person of the Blessed 
Trinity, by the Power of the Holy Spirit, assumed a human body and a 
human soul, and became the Son of Mary. 
This date is, therefore, a double feast, the Annunciation of the maternity 
of the Blessed Virgin, and the Incarnation of the Son of God. The Angel 
of the Incarnation was sent to that maiden of Nazareth who, deeming 
herself least worthy among the daughters of Zion, had been chosen by 
her Creator to be the most blessed among women. 
“The Angel Gabriel was sent from God to a town of  Galilee named 
Nazareth, to a virgin betrothed to a man name Joseph, of the house of 
David.  The virgin’s name was Mary.  Upon arriving, the Angel said to 
her: ‘Rejoice, O highly favored daughter!  The Lord is with you.  
Blessed are you among women.”  She was deeply troubled by his words, 
and wondered what his greeting meant.  The Angel went on to say to 
her:  ‘Do not fear, Mary.  You 
 have found favor with God.  You shall conceive and bear a son and give 
him the name Jesus… The Holy Spirit will come upon you and the 
power of the Most High will overshadow you; hence, the holy offspring 
to be born will be called Son of God…’ Mary said: ‘I am the 
maidservant of the Lord.  Let it be done to me as you say’”  (Luke 1, 28-
38). 
Mary bowed her head and will to the Divine decree; and at that instant 
the great fact of the Incarnation was accomplished.  A Virgin of the  

House of David had become the Mother of God.  The Second Person of 
the Blessed Trinity had become Man, man like unto us in all things save 
sin.  The fact of the Incarnation proves that Mary is the Mother of God.  
He Who was born Man of her is God, and Mary is His Mother.  She is 
the Mother of the Divine Redeemer of the world; she is the Mother of 
our Divine Lord and Master; she is the Mother of the Savior and our 
Perfect Friend; she is the Mother of the Savior Who shed His Precious 
Blood for us on Calvary. 
Next after His Heavenly Father and the Holy Spirit, there was no one 
whom Jesus venerated and loved as He venerated and loved His Blessed 
Mother.  He who has not love and veneration for the Mother of Jesus is 
unlike out Divine Savior in that particular perfection of His character 
which comes next after His piety toward the Eternal Father and the Holy 
Spirit.  But, besides all this, love and veneration are due to Mary for her 
own sake, because she is the Mother of mankind; because above all 
other mere creatures she has been sanctified by the Holy Spirit; and 
because in being chosen the Mother of the Incarnate Son, she is the 
Mother of us all. 
“As soon as man receives into his heart the full meaning of the 
Annunciation and the full light of the Incarnation, two self-evident truths 
arise upon his reason:  the one, the presence of Jesus in the Blessed 
Sacrament; the other, the love and veneration of His Blessed 
Mother” (Cardinal Manning).

Did You Know? . . . 
Q. Does God lead us into temptation (Matthew 6:13)? 
A.  The Lord’s Prayer has been recited with this phrasing by 
Catholics since the 16th century. The translation we still use 
today was made by Henry VIII of England and imposed on all 
the churches in England by him. Even after Henry died and the 
troubles of the Reformation eased, Catholics have continued 
using his translation. 
St. Matthew no doubt agrees with James: 
“When tempted, no one should say, ‘God is tempting me.’ For 
God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does he tempt any-
one.” (James 1:13, NIV) 
and with Paul that God can give an escape from temptation. 
“God is faithful; he will not let you be tempted beyond what 
you can bear. But when you are tempted he will also provide a 
way out so that you can stand up under it.” (1 Corinthians 
10:13, NIV) 
God does not “lead” us into temptation. Henry did an accurate 
literal translation of the Greek and Latin forms but it is difficult 
to translate from one language to another and retain the entire 
sense of what is being said. The Greek verb which was trans-
lated as “lead” can also be translated so that the passage reads 
“do not allow us to enter into temptation” or “do not let us yield 
to temptation.” We have a free will and are faced with choices. 
We are asking for guidance in making the correct decisions.
